Shipping blood and tissue samples for canine cryptorchidism study:
1. Please take a whole blood sample in EDTA (purple-top tube, 10 ml preferred, 5 ml minimum) and freeze it.
2.   The frozen blood sample should be shipped in a tube that will not break along with a     cold pack in a foam BOX by overnight mail.  If you ship in a glass tube, put the glass tube inside a plastic tube.

3.   Please include this information with sample: name of dog and breed, owner’s name, address, and phone number, veterinarian’s name and phone number.  Enclose the consent form and questionnaire form with a pedigree, in a baggie please.
4.  Ship by FEDERAL EXPRESS for OVERNIGHT delivery. 
5.  PLEASE CALL my office (phone # below) and leave a message BEFORE you send the sample to be sure that I will be here to receive it, as I am sometimes out of town.
