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Procedures for AKC Registration of Chinooks

Single/Open Dog Registration

Please Note: AKC will be accepting UKC registrations,

for AKC registration purposes only until Jan 1, 2018.

AKC Open Registration Form application properly filled out and signed.*

1. An 8.5" x 11" copy of the Chinook's UKC Registration certificate with three generation pedigree**. This is either front and back of one paper or it's two pages, depending on how UKC sent your paperwork. The certificate is a separate page from the pedigree. A lot of people just send in the pedigree and then have to send the registration certificate later and that holds things up. All ancestors in your dog's pedigree must show UKC numbers.

2. Two (2) 3"x 5" close-up color photographs of the Chinook in a standing position: one front view and one side view, with the Chinook's name and UKC registration number written on the back of each photograph. These can be on one piece of paper, printed from your computer - they don't have to be actual photos but need to be good representations of your dog.

3. Don't forget to submit a check/credit card number for the registration

Litter Registration

There are multiple options available for registering puppies. Please read each of these carefully to select the one that will work best for you.

E-Z Reg: If the sire and dam of the litter are both AKC registered, you may use AKC's E-Z Reg anytime and the forms listed below are in the E-Z Reg site, plus there are discounts for registering online:

The E-Z Reg not only allows you to register a litter and pups, but to update your new owner information and print an AKC Registration Application to email or give to puppy owners. It can also be completed online.

But to clarify all the forms, here is a breakdown:

1. Use this application to register a litter of puppies bred and whelped in the USA from an AKC ® -registered female and an AKC-registered male of the same breed. This form registers the litter, not individual puppies.

2. Once the litter is registered, This form can be used to individually register all puppies, of a recently registered litter, in the ownership of the recorded owner(s) of the litter. This form can only be used to register the entire litter to the recorded owner(s) of the litter:

3. Use this application to register a litter of puppies bred and whelped in the USA from an AKC ® -registered female and an AKC ®-registered male of the same breed, AND individually register all puppies in the litter to the recorded owner(s) of the litter.

4. When one, or both, parents are not AKC registered:

You cannot register puppies, nor do any online litter/puppy registration unless both parents are AKC registered. Therefore, it is best to have both parents registered before the birth of the pups, but since we all procrastinate.....snail mail the single dog registration with the litter registration. AKC will register the parent(s) first and then the litter and/or pups. This will probably cause the litter/puppy registrations to be somewhat delayed.
